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SUSTAINABILITY FOR MAURI ORA 
 
The budget this year announced that $2 million would be allocated to 
whānau violence prevention which included Mauri Ora.  In the press re-
lease made by TKAA on Thursday 9 October 2007, based on the infor-
mation obtained at the time, a comparison was made between the allo-
cation for Māori practitioners and the $60 million going back into gov-
ernment.  Since the press release we received confirmation that of the 
$2 million,  in excess of $1 million is available to AIA for the following; 
• to assist and support family violence practitioners.  In this case as 

well as Mauri Ora practitioners this also includes Refuge workers, 
Stopping Violence networks  

• for development and distribution of resources to trained practitio-
ners to enable them to maintain best practice 

Mauri Ora sites are eligible to apply for this putea from the Family and 
Community Services division of the Ministry of Social Development to 
maintain current registration for their practitioners with Te Awhi Paa.  We 
encourage sites to tono not only for the registration fees for Te Awhi Paa 
but also for the cost for completing the practitioner competency assess-
ments. 
Sites should also include supervision costs and wānanga in their tono 
as these are all necessary to maintain best practice for kaiwhakaruru-
hau. Any resources that Kaiwhakaruruhau may need to carry out their 
mahi can also be included, even developing face sheets, planning tem-
plates etc  
The above putea however cannot be used for further training as funding 
has been allocated to TKAA to train 60 practitioners in new sites for one 
year.  The rest of the pūtea has been allocated to maintaining the Māori 
Reference Group who advise the Taskforce on family violence. 
Practitioners in Te Taitokerau and Ngāti Whātua are probably not eligi-
ble for this pūtea as the allocation for this rohe has gone to the Amokura 
Consortium.  We have since been informed that their allocation is sepa-
rate from the $2 million above however we encourage AIA from this 
rohe to approach Amokura. 
TKAA continues to advocate for its AIA at the national level and wel-
comes your emails regarding the ongoing needs of your organization so 
that we can make a case to Family and Community Services MSD.

Please note: Te Ara Poutama and the national Paearahi Training of Trainers Pro-
gramme (TOTs) have been combined.  From now on Te Ara Poutama will be offered at 
iwi development level with Whakapapa Protection being the pre-requisite.  This change 
was made after the curriculum was reviewed earlier this year. We hope to run this 
again in 2008, entry criteria will apply, including a recommendation by a Lead Trainer 
of Te Korowai Aroha o Aotearoa.
